In Cream, Studio Truly Truly combines the most beautiful natural materials, producing an elegant 
armchair of unparalleled comfort. The focus is on the plywood shell in walnut or oak, upholstered in a 
soft fabric or leather. The aluminium swivel base o£ers even more options for customisation. This can 
be finished in polished aluminium or any colour for that perfect result.
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Hilco
Inspiration – p. 90
Design: Patrick Belli, 2019

Logic and simplicity are the starting points of the Hilco lounge armchair. The design, in which the 
shells of the seat and back slide to fit together, clearly shows how the armchair’s comfort is created. 
The curvature in the back gives just the right amount of support, making Hilco an excellent choice.

This biodegradable, chrome-free and entirely traceable full 
grain leather originates from Limburg Limousin cattle.

The armchair that perfectly fulfils this function is of true 
value for its user. Cuno Frommherz embodied this vision in the Indra armchair, with the softness and 
elegance that fulfil these wishes. The seat of this armchair appears to float in a trapezoid frame. The 
seating cushion that rests on it is divided into softly filled segments that embrace you.

Jill
Inspiration – p. 92
Design: Edward van Vliet, 2018

The design references a bygone era, inspired by 19th-century luxury interiors. The Edward van 
Vliet style is distinctly evident in the armchair and chaise longue. He combines a touch of nostalgia 
with contemporary comfort, charming curves and elegant details, such as the legs, the decorative 
stitching and the button accent in the centre of the lower back cushion.
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Kikko
Inspiration – p. 93
Design: Hugo de Ruiter, 2000

The inside 
and the outside can be chosen separately, as can the colour of the legs and the decorative stitching. 
The recliner lever is upholstered in leather.
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Mayuro
Inspiration – p. 98
Design: Christian Werner, 2013

Building on the successful Mayon series, Leolux has created the Mayuro armchair, with more compact 
dimensions and active comfort. The beautiful upholstery accents, including attractive dimples in the 
sides and loose upholstery are what make Mayuro truly elegant, just like the specially designed legs. 
All these elements create stunning enrichment for contemporary interiors.

Pallone
Inspiration – p. 99
Design: Boonzaaijer / Mazaïrac / de Scheemaker, 1989

This was originally designed for the House of the Future. Pallone is perhaps the best-known Leolux 
armchair. This is undoubtedly due to its futuristic design, but without the legendary Leolux comfort 
the relevance would certainly have been lost. Available in multiple sizes and in numerous colour 
and upholstery fabric options. Pallone has personality, and is the perfect eye-catcher for distinctive 
interiors.

Papageno
Inspiration – p. 101
Design: Jan Armgardt, 1993

Papageno is the Leolux symbol for playfulness, amusement and humour. The striking aluminium legs, 
the lightly sprung back and beautiful organic form make Papageno an eye-catcher that’s di£icult to 
date. And yet this Leolux classic has been around for over twenty years. Arty and playful, design with 
stunning organic forms.
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Parabolica
Inspiration – p. 102
Design: Stefan Heiliger, 2009

With its powerful design, the Parabolica swivel chair is a fantastic object in your living room. The 
asymmetrical form enables at least three di£erent types of use: ‘normal’ sitting, relaxed reclining or 
active sitting with the armrest as a small workstation. A true eye-catcher, with tremendous versatility. 
You can select di£erent upholstery for the inside and the outside and the band between the two.

Scylla
Inspiration – p. 104
Design: Gerard Vollenbrock, 1996

Gerard Vollenbrock designed this traditional Dutch Scylla with references to ‘De Stijl’. He gave 
the sober design a stunning tube frame that runs entirely along the back and sturdy upholstered 
armrests. It is the small details and perfectionist finish that ensure that this design easily passes 
every test, even after many years. Because it’s only under these conditions that true timeless design 
is created.

Volare
Inspiration – p. 106
Design: Jan Armgardt, 1998

Volare is a generous armchair with the minimalist industrial design that is so distinctive of wire 
furniture. However, the comfort is anything but minimalistic. The thick cushions pamper you with 
wonderful springy comfort. Quilted for a luxurious look. Sitting almost feels like floating. Of course, 
you have complete control of the styling, both in terms of frame colour and the upholstery.
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Baani
Inspiration – p. 112
Design: Sylvain Willenz, 2022

The Baani chair e£ortlessly combines an elegant look with attractive upholstery details. A pleated 
strip across the centre of the seat back provides a rich contrast, giving Baani a soft touch. The chair 
also o£ers several other options to make each set unique. The upholstery combination is extremely 
defining, but you can also opt for versions with or without arms and for wooden legs or an aluminium 
swivel base. 

Callas
Inspiration – p. 114
Design: Frans Schrofer, 2015

Callas is an expressive eye-catcher at the table. You can select the front, back and legs for each 
Callas chair to create a mix that is a perfect match for your taste. As standard, Callas has a sturdy zip 
at the back, but for that extra grand finish, Callas o£ers Artisan: a skilfully sewn decorative stitch that 
replaces the zip at the back.

Caron
Inspiration – p. 116

The comfortable Caron bar stool is a Frans Schrofer design and is a clear continuation of the 
stylish elements of the Caruzzo, Cantate and Callas models. The Caron finish is also entirely in line: 
as alternative to the sturdy zip on the back, you could decide to go for the handcrafted ‘Artisan’ 
decorative seam. It can be used as bar stool or counter height stool and you can choose from every 
fabric and leather from the collection for the inside and outside upholstery. It can be used as bar 
stool or counter height stool and has two options for the back rest height.

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Ditte
Inspiration – p. 117
Design: Cuno Frommherz, 2017

The perfect match at the table: Ditte stands for comfortable and active seating. Designer Cuno 
Frommherz gave this dining chair its own quirky look by using di£erent upholstery at the top of the 
back. And then the finishing: decorative seams, the (optional) armrests and the frame; you can match 
them perfectly with the upholstery. So that you can create your own combination of colours and 
materials. That freedom makes Ditte an excellent choice for almost every contemporary interior.

Freyr
Inspiration – p. 120

In Freyr, Leolux combines the classic curved tubular frame with contemporary comfort. The springy 
seat is so characteristic of the cantilever and the options you expect from Leolux. Select your own 
version; with or without armrests (oak, walnut or leather) and a frame in chrome, lacquer or epoxy. 
This makes Freyr the perfect symbiosis between then and now.

Gyon
Inspiratie – p. 118
Design: Christian Werner, 2021

Designer Christian Werner created a strikingly elegant chair that does not hide its perfect seating 
comfort. What’s more, everyone can add their own twist to the design by having the inside and 
outside of the chair upholstered in di£erent fabrics. This freedom of choice also applies to the frame. 
Select a frame with legs, castors or a 4-star base with auto-return mechanism.
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Mara
Inspiration – p. 121
Design: Christian Werner, 2016

Unmistakably a Christian Werner design: the curves of the shell seat, the light nonchalance of the 
upholstery, the refined finish. Mara is a fitting choice in many contemporary interiors due to the 
di£erent frames: solid oak legs (Palo) are a great match for the oak tables in the Leolux collection; 
sleek-looking sledge frame (Outline), a pivot base with auto-return mechanism (Re-turn) of without 
(Cruz) or a frame on castors (Twist).

Mime
Inspiration – p. 122
Design: Gino Carollo, 2019

Designer Gino Carollo provided the Mime dining-room chair with stunning details, such as soft pleats, 
the accent on the front face of the back and beautiful decorative stitching. Mime is available with and 
without armrests. Further variation is possible by using di£erent materials for the inside and outside 
and by combining di£erent bases.

Talos
Inspiration – p. 124
Design: Scooter & Partners, 2006

Enjoyable dining places strict requirements on a dining-room chair. Talos is a strong candidate, 
with a stylish design, high level of comfort and a contemporary frame in chrome, lacquer or epoxy. 
Arm rests are finished in leather, lacquer, oak or walnut. The frame is available in chrome, lacquer or 
epoxy. The modest dimensions mean that Talos can even be used with smaller dining-room tables.

Inspiration – p. 126
Design: Frans Schrofer, 2013

A slim design with inviting projecting arms and an infinitely variable back that you can adjust to the 
ideal position after dessert. Depending on the function that you have in mind for Tamarinde, you 
could go for swivel castors or legs in aluminium, lacquer or epoxy. Whatever you choose, you’ll enjoy 
endless comfort, ensuring that good after-dinner conversations simply go on for hours.

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Nunos

Natural materials and high-quality craftsmanship are a source of inspiration for designers. Nunos by 
Leolux is a striking example of this. Hanne Willmann created a table design that is both ingenious 
and beautiful, with slimline wooden sections fitting together like puzzle pieces, creating a table top 
that doesn’t simply rest on the base, but forms a harmonious ensemble with it. Sections of the wings 
appear as subtle details on the table top, emphasising the amazing craftsmanship of our Leolux 
carpenters.
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Portello

Portello is light, refined and incredibly practical. The table is completely in balance if you lift it using 
the grip that is hidden on the bottom of the table top. That table top also fits perfectly above the seat 
of your Leolux sofa, so you have everything within easy reach, from remote control to cup of tea. The 
leaves are finished in lacquer, in solid oak or in solid walnut and the frame in aluminium, lacquer or 
epoxy.

Inspiration – p. 140
Design: Edward van Vliet, 2017

The extensive Prismo table series was designed by Edward van Vliet and is all about the interplay 
between square and circle-shaped leaves and bases. If the table top is square, the frame is circular 
and vice versa. You can experience this e£ect to the full in the glass leaves, but this is also a stylish 
feature in the Prismo ceramic table top. Timeless design for interiors created with love and the 
utmost care.
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Rolan
Inspiration – p. 142
Design: Gino Carollo, 2020

The Rolan table series is characterised by the streamlined form that you would expect from Italian 
designs. There are five di£erent versions: three round tables, one oval one and one rectangular one. 
Each size is available in two di£erent heights: 31 and 37 centimetres. The table top is available in solid 
oak or walnut, but there is also a ceramic table top.

The Tampa tables combine their useful function and colourful look with a playful shape. Stunning 
compositions can be created by combining various leaf shapes.

The materials also di£er per version, from oak or 
walnut to marble, glass or lacquer. The combination with “Troy” is decorative and functional; this tray 
looks fantastic on the co£ee table frames. 
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Toveri
Inspiration – p. 146

Toveri combines gentle curves and hard materials. The designers have created a table series with 
gentle forms and striking features. They have moved the connection between the table top and 
the base plate to the centre of the tables, so the table top appears to float. The symmetry of both 
sections suggests that the base plate is a shadow of the table top. Studio Truly Truly designed a 
complete series of Toveri tables in various materials, heights and dimensions.
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Bondi
Inspiration – p. 148
Design: A Design Studio, 2019

This table adds a wealth of colour to every interior. Bondi’s unusual organic wing shape is the first 
thing you notice. This creates space for at least five users. The three-leg steel frame o£ers stability 
and the table top gives Bondi character in oak, walnut, ceramic or user-friendly Fenix. (Not available in 
the USA) 
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Columna
Inspiration – p. 150
Design: Hugo de Ruiter, 2016

Columna by Leolux is a very practical table. Round or oval, to ensure that it o£ers space for the 
maximum number of guests, without awkward table legs. The table top is available in solid walnut or 
oak, ceramic or lacquer. A beautiful detail of this subtle table is the way in which the column connects 
to the leg: like an ancient marble column, smooth or fluted. Columna is also available in XL-versions 
that have two columns.
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Kalia
Inspiration – p. 152
Design: A Design Studio, 2012

A modern and sleek personality with an extremely luxurious look: that is Kalia by Leolux. The table 
o£ers you all the space you need for extensive dining with friends or family, as the biggest Kalia 
version is some 280 centimetres! The frame is available in epoxy and lacquered colours to give your 
table the perfect finishing touch. And for the table top you can choose from various wood options 
and the particularly practical Fenix. (Not available in the USA)

Tico
Inspiration – S. 154

The versatility of theTico dining-room table is already apparent from the dimensions; it is available 
in three widths and in no fewer than eight lengths from 140 to 280 cm. The corners and elegant 
aluminium legs are curved as standard and bend seamlessly with the curve of the table top. A wide 
range of materials and colours is available for an individual finish, each with its own look; each version 
is di£erent in solid walnut and oak and ceramic, making Tico a serious candidate for many interiors.

A generous table top in solid wood or chic Ceramic rests on a steel base plate and two 
flattened supports. Timeless or contemporary. Toveri is also available in lacquer finishes for colour 
enthusiasts. 
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Topsy Turvy

Upside down, back-to-front and inside out; that’s what “Topsy Turvy” means in English. It perfectly 
expresses what Edward van Vliet intended when he developed this unusual accessory. A cushion 
that literally has two faces: a fabric side and a leather side. When folded open, Topsy Turvy has a 
decorative function when you nonchalantly lay it over the armrest like a plaid blanket. That way, it can 
also be used as back support for smaller users of your sofa.
